We seek papers and panels 
that are informative, display a passion for their subjects, and include compelling audio and visual 
content. Share your special interests with our engaged community of collectors, historians, musi-
cians, preservationists, and archivists. 
 
The deadline for presentation proposals is January 3, 2011.  Receipt will be acknowledged 
by e-mail, and presenters will be notified of acceptance approximately one month thereafter.
